Here you can modulate
the signal in the same way as on the signal generator itself.
The settings, which are located in the lower corners, refer to the modula-
tion type Burst.

The P.Number describes the number of pulses.

The settings next to it belong to the modulation type Pulse.

All other setting items refer to all modulation types. The Mod-Buttons put
the corresponding channel of the signal generator into modulation mo-
